1. Look over the infographics downloaded from the COVID Tracker (first 4 links) and describe one fact or number that surprised, interested, pleased and/or made you upset and explain why this item made you feel this way.
2. Vaccines for measles, smallpox, and polio have saved hundreds of millions of lives, but as recently as the 1990’s the CDC and Kaiser subjected people to experimental vaccines without their consent. What do you think you can do to make sure that a medical treatment is entirely in your interest?

3. Due to the urgency of the pandemic COVID vaccines were approved under the condition of “Emergency Use Authorization.” EUA vaccines and therapies are not subjected to the same rigor of safety testing as treatments that are FDA approved. Given what you know about the differential effects of COVID on the young and old, do you believe vaccines should be mandatory for K-12 students? Can you propose a compromise to accommodate parents opposed to having their children vaccinated? (Note: Forcing unvaccinated students to wear masks the whole school day is not an option!)
